GENERAL ESTI MATE - Duffy Gulch Creek has mmnor value for spawning and nursery of both steel-
head and silver salnon. The current fish production is low reduced considerably by the
james formed from logs and debris, the latter arising from decay of an old railroad bed

along the stream and from natural destruction of old cabins situated on the banks. The

water tenperature is low the water highly oxidized, and the food ample for the current
popul ation, all factors suggesting a |ow sumer nortality.

RECOWENDED  NANAGEMENT - Duffy Qilch Qeek should be nanaged for silver salmon and steel-
head spawning and nursery. The eleven log jans should be cleared to facilitate adult and
parr  passage.
